Tall trees to screen building and create bold 
vista toward river

Low groundcover to maintain visual surveillance 
beneath tree canopy

CWA Hall contained within garden curtilege

Large uplit signature tree

Plaza area with seating adjacent to club and 
jetty

Entry gateway pillars and sign incorporating 
existing memorial plaques

Coloured, patterned and textured 3.5m wide 
concrete path to enable access for service 
vehicles

Decomposed granite gravel pavement

Path connections to maintain access from 
emergency egress doorways
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Emergency egress doorways

Outdoor dining area
